Izmir'in Karsiyaka ilcesinde yasayanlar, orada dogup buytime kosulu olmadan kendilerini
[zmirli olarak degil de Karsiyakali olarak tanimlama egilimindedir. Izmir icerisinde
Karsityaka’ya olumlu bir aidiyet atfedilmesi, mekan ve sosyal simiflar arasindaki iliskiyi
dustindurmektedir. Dolayisiyla, bu calismada mahalleye duyulan aidiyetten daha genis, fakat
kente duyulan aidiyetten daha yerel 6lcekli ortaya ¢ikan “Karsiyakali olmanin” kolektif
kimlige donustiminde orta sinifin kentle kurdugu iligki nitel analizle ortaya cikarilmaya
calistlmistir. Kimlik ve simf arasindaki iliskinin mekansal baglamda sosyal iligkilerle, yasam
tarzlariyla nasil sekillendigi bu calismanin konusudur. Karsiyaka'nin merkez ve kiy1
kesimlerinde orta siniftan bireyler yasamaktadir. Diger yandan orta sinif yasantisinin
ekonomik ve sosyal acidan homojen olmadigini da belirtmek gerekiyor. Karsiyakali
kimliginin orta siniftan kimselerce insa edilmesinde ¢zellikle Bourdieucu anlamda yasam
tarzina bagh pratikler gorulmektedir. Sosyal demokrat ve sekuler kimlik, buna bagh olarak
toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin yasam pratigi olarak gorulmesi ve ilceyle 6zdeslesen Karsiyaka
Spor Kulubt taraftarligy ya da bilinen adiyla Kafsinkaf taraftarligi bu aidiyete dair ortak
pratikler olarak gorilmektedir. Diger yandan KSK taraftarligy sadece orta sinifla sinirh
degildir. Orta simf kendi kimliginin sinirlarim 6zellikle kendine benzemeyenlerle kiyaslarken
ortaya cikarmaktadir. Bu sinirlar ise yasam tarzindaki farkliliklar olarak dile getirilmistir.
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Urban Middle Class Dynamics of
Being from 35 ¥z in Izmir"
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Abstract

People living in Izmir’s Karsiyaka district tend to identify themselves as being from
Karsiyaka, not as being from Izmir without the condition of being born and grown up in
Karstyaka. Place attachment to Karstyaka in Izmir as a positive attribution makes us to think
about the relation between space and social classes. Thereby, this study tries to reveal how
the identity of “being from Karsiyaka” appears as a local attachment and transforms through
a collective identity through a larger scale than neighborhood attachment but more local as
an urban attachment explaining middle class’s urban practices by qualitative analysis. The
subject of this study is the relationship between identity and social classes affected by social
relations and life-styles in spatial context. Middle class individuals live in center and seafront
areas of Karsiyaka. Nevertheless, middle class life-style is not homogenous in both economic
and social sense. There are life-style practices in Bourdieu’s sense contributing to the
construction of middle class’s Karsiyaka identity. Common patterns of middle class’s
Karsiyaka identity are social democrat and secular identity, evaluating gender mainstreaming
as life-style and fan of Karsiyaka Sport Club, which is also known widely as Kafsinkaf
identified with the district. On the other hand, fan of Karsiyaka Sport Club is not limited
with middle class. Middle class reveals its own identity through comparing itself with other
classes. These boundaries are mentioned as life-style differences.
